Administration of medication and first aid
Dear Parents
Under the new ESF Medical Malpractice Insurance Policy, please note the following guidelines:

-For non-prescription medicines such as Panadol, any member of staff, including the nurse or a teacher, is able to administer medication to a student subject  to 1) written permission from a parent and 2) the medicine being provided. The medicine must be clearly labelled with the student's name and the name of drug.
-For administration of a prescription drug, such as antibiotics, both a doctor's note AND a letter from a parent are required. The medicine must be clearly labelled with the student's name, name of drug and dosage.
-First aid treatment may be administered by any member of staff possessing a valid First Aid Certificate from St John's or equivalent, or the school nurse.

Please return the Stationery Pack Order Form with a cheque before 23rd June 2009 to the PTA Book Shop.  To avoid the congestion and crowds that have made collection of orders difficult in previous years, we will only hand out:

(a) Year 8 orders on Tuesday 18th August 2009, between 9 am – 4 pm;

(b) Year 9 and 10 orders on Wednesday 19th August 2009, between 9 am – 4 pm.

If you have other children in school you can collect their orders at the same time on 19th August 2009.
